Financial Update

The church is very thankful to you for your financial support this year. General fund income continues to
exceed budget and expenses are under budget year to date. Special offerings were also collected to assist
with rescue operations in Haiti and to serve those in financial need within our church and the community as
a whole. You gave $4,125 to the Haiti Relief fund and $4,839 during our special offering to the Mercy
Ministry. Thank you!

We recently completed the refinancing of our mortgage on the church building and we were able to lower
our interest rate to 3.5%. This will allow us to pay off the principal faster. We will continue to make the same
total payments we made before the refinance to accomplish this.

The church has engaged the accounting firm of Hamilton & Musser to conduct an independent audit of the
churchodés finances. The audit wil!.l be conducted du
audit committee from the church body review our financials, but decided to conduct a full audit by an
independent auditing firm to ensure our finances and financial controls are thoroughly reviewed. The results

of the audit will be presented to the members after its completion.
